Susanne Brown - “Confetti” – Acrylic 

Judge‟s comment: “Sets an intriguing, mysterious 
mood by juxtaposing a deep variegated green upper 
third suggestive of deep foliage with a frosty 
background „wall‟ of analogous pastels.  A small 
explosion of frenetic daubs creates a celebratory focal 
point, counter pointed by a network of precise linear 
touches.” 

Second Place: 

Barbara Chloe Murdoch - “In Flight” – Mixed Media 

Judge‟s comment: “A deep expressionistic exploration 
of abstract bravado brushwork balancing on the edge 
of figurative representation of a vertical picture plane 
reinforce the diagonally dynamic composition of a 
white flying figure suggestive of a bird/spirit 
angel/demon hovers over two small whitish figures on 
the bottom edge who are in flight or fleeing.” 

 

Third Place: 

Gretchen Johnson – “Blue & Ginger” - Watercolor 

Judge‟s comment: “This joyously curvilinear still life is 
a balance of cubism and fauvism reminiscent of a 
Matisse in both the clarity of its double complimentary 

color composition and the disarmingly casual 
depiction.  The tension between the illusionistic 3D 
space and the actual flat picture plane is a brilliant use 
of the luminescent color and transparency of 
watercolor.”

Exhibition Entry Requirements 
 

1. Each entrant must be prepared to show current membership in an art organization affiliated with the Art Council 

of Southwest Florida. 

2. Only ORIGINAL entries which have not previously won 1st, 2nd, or 3rd place awards in ALFM shows, or $100 awards 

in other Art Council of SWFL shows, and are not more than three years old will be accepted. 

3. No specific theme is required. 

4. SIZE RESTRICTIONS:  Entries are NOT to exceed 42 inches, including frame, in any direction. 

5. Frames must be sturdy and hold together with no loose glass or Plexiglas. 

6. If canvas is unframed, it must continue around all the edges, with no visible staples. 

7. Paintings must be thoroughly dry. 

8. Picture wire must be used for all work.  String, gallery clips, or saw tooth hangers are NOT acceptable. 

9. Tape the ends of the picture wire to prevent damage to the hands of the Hanging Committee. 

10. The wire’s hanging point must be more than 3 inches BELOW the top of the frame so the hanging hooks do not 
show. 

11. Screw eyes or equivalent must be used on wood frames, and screw-adjustable hangers on metal frames. 

12. Covered paintings measuring 22 x 30 inches (full sheet of watercolor paper) or larger must be covered with 

Plexiglas instead of glass to avoid excessive weight. 

13. The Art League of Fort Myers reserves the right to reject paintings done in “paint-along” classes, copies of other 

artwork, or work that is considered offensive. 

14. Only one of an artist’s entries may be marked “NFS” (Not for Sale).

9. ENDS OF PICTURE WIRE MUST BE TAPED to prevent damage to the hands of the Hanging Committee. 
10. The wire‟s hanging point must be more than 3 inches BELOW the top of the frame so the hanging hooks do not 

show. 
11. Screw eyes or equivalent must be used on wood frames, and screw-adjustable hangers on metal frames.

Exhibition Entry Requirements 

1. Each entrant must be prepared to show current membership in the Art League of Fort Myers. 

2. Only original entries, which have not previously won 1st, 2nd, or 3rd place awards in ALFM shows, or $100 

3. Awards in other SW Art Council shows, and are not more than three years old will be accepted. 

4. No specific theme is required. 

5. SIZE RESTRICTIONS:  Entries are NOT to exceed 42 inches, including frame, in any direction. 

6. Frames must be sturdy and hold together with no loose glass or Plexiglas. 

7. If canvas is unframed, it must continue around all the edges, with no visible staples. 

8. Paintings must be thoroughly dry. 

9. Picture wire must be used for all work. String, gallery clips, or saw tooth hangers are NOT acceptable. 

10. Tape the ends of the picture wire to prevent damage to the hands of the Hanging Committee. 

11. The wire’s hanging point must be more than 3 inches BELOW the top of the frame so the hanging hooks do show. 

12. Screw eyes or equivalent must be used on wood frames, and screw-adjustable hangers on metal frames. 

13. Covered paintings measuring 22 x30 inches (full sheet of watercolor paper) of larger must be covered with 

Plexiglas instead of glass to avoid excessive weight. 

14. The Art League of Fort Myers reserves the right to reject paintings done in “paint-along” classes, copies of other 

artwork, or work that is considered offensive. 

15. Only one of an artist’s entries may be marked “NFS” (Not for Sale).
